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Attendance Information
Attendance Information Sheet  

(Useful Information – Please Keep!) 
You can review your student’s attendance information on the ‘Parent/Student Portal’  
[Click “Attendance”, then, “Show details”, 2nd column indicates the ‘Official Record’] 

ABSENCES  
 
ALL absences (including those for religious observance) must have one of the following to be considered EXCUSED: 

1. AN ABSENT NOTE signed by a parent/guardian and turned into the front office within 3 days of a student’s 
return to school. The note must include your child’s first and last name, their grade, the reason for the absence 
and a parent/guardian signature.  

2. A DOCTOR NOTE can be dropped off to the front office or faxed directly to 941-486-2042. 
3. A PASSPORT. Three days prior to a known full day absence, your student should bring a note signed by a 

parent/guardian to the front office requesting a passport. The passport is then signed by all teachers and a 
parent/guardian before being returned to the front office for administrative review. 
 

TARDY: LATE TO SCHOOL 
When your child is late to school from home they must have a note signed by a parent/guardian, or a doctor note in order 
for the tardy or missed class(s) to be considered excused. A tardy note must be brought to the front office the day of the 
tardy or within two days following the late arrival to school.  
 
EARLY DISMISSALS 
All students leaving campus early MUST be signed out in the front office. A student leaving early should bring a signed 
note from a parent/guardian to the front office before school or during lunch so that they may obtain a pass to be 
dismissed from class. High school students (including those who are 18) that are leaving campus early and driving 
themselves MUST have a signed note from a parent or guardian advising that the student has permission to leave school 
early. If a student is being picked up by someone other than a parent/guardian, they MUST have a signed note from the 
parent/guardian giving permission for the student to leave with the person named in the note and this individual must be 
on the student’s contact list. 
 
EXCESSIVE EXCUSED ABSENCES 
If a student has 9 EXCUSED absences/semester or 18 EXCUSED absences/year which have not been excused with a 
doctor note or passport, the Sarasota County School District deems this to be excessive and Pine View School will require 
doctor notes for the remainder of the school year in order for future absences to be considered excused. If your child has a 
doctor visit during an absence, it is always strongly recommended that a doctor note is used in lieu of a signed note from 
home.  
 
EXCESSIVE EXCUSED TARDIES (LATE TO SCHOOL) 
If a student has 9 excused tardies/semester or 18 excused tardies/year (including those excused with a doctor note) Pine 
View School considers this excessive and will require doctor notes for the remainder of the year in order for all future 
tardies to be considered excused.  
 
UNEXCUSED TARDIES – LATE TO SCHOOL 
If a student (10th – 12th grade) is late to school five times without a note from a parent/guardian or a doctor’s office, a 
letter will be mailed home inviting that student to join the “Morning Wake-Up Club”. If the family ‘opts in’ to this 
attendance intervention they will receive an automated Connect-Ed message at 6:30am encouraging their student to arrive 
on time for school. 
 
UNEXCUSED ABSENCES 
When a student (grades 6 – 12) has 5 unexcused absences (full day or single period) they will be referred to their 
respective assistant principal. Additionally: The Department of Motor Vehicles will be notified by the school district 
when a student (applies to students who are or will be 14 years of age during the school year, but have not yet reached 
their 18th birthday) has reached 15 unexcused absences within a running 90-day period. This list is generated weekly at the 
district level. At that time the student’s driver’s license or driver’s permit may be revoked.

•	 Qualified Applicants have a core, un-weighted, average of 3.5 or higher. 

•	 Students who were NJHS members last year need not submit an Application of Interest. 
Membership will automatically renew for qualified students.

•	 Membership dues are required: $10.00 for new members, $5.00 for returning members.

•	 All members are required to purchase a t-shirt. Cost not to exceed $10.00.

•	 Members must earn 15 community service hours during the school year. The top-three 
community service hour earners will be recognized and will receive the NJHS Medal of 
Honor for Outstanding Service.

•	 9th grade returning members are “honorary members” and should be preparing for 
application to the National Honor Society. Please see Ms. Gullick in MLC #33 if you are a 
returning member, entering the 9th grade. I will provide you with information regarding 
preparation for National Honor Society.

•	 The NJHS Induction Ceremony will be held on Monday, September 25th, at 6:00 p.m. ALL 
members being inducted are expected to attend.

•	 Monthly meetings will be held in the Multi-Purpose Room, Building 16 from 1:30 p.m. – 
2:00 p.m. on the following dates: Sept. 15, Oct. 20, Nov. 17, Jan. 19, Feb. 9, March 9, April 
5. The final meeting of the year will be on May 18th and is scheduled from 1:15 p.m. – 2:00 
p.m.
